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CAF report.  David Robbins now in post and has produced his first CAF report.  Slightly different layout but still very informative. In general the writing of the CAF's has improved enormously.  Still concerns about absence of Action plans, Parental signature and permission to share parts not being completed.





The Staying Safe group approved the use of a new QA measurement Tool for quality assuring the CAFS done throughout the Wirral


It has also been noted that at the last CAF QA meeting four different types of CAF document had been submitted.  Over time there have been slight tweaks to the form in terms of information gathered. David R will be looking to put the latest copy on the LSCB website I will inform members when this has been actioned once this is done organisations will be asked to download this.  





Audit


The meeting continued to receive case reports, this time from social workers, about cases to be audited. With this review of the final 3 cases Wirral LSCB has complied with recommendations from the serious case review (post Chloe Fletcher) to audit 10 cases. 


This has been an interesting and informative exercise.  Also within the process some VCF groups have been mentioned as positively supporting the cases.
