What is the 3rd Sector Assembly?

The Wirral Voluntary and Community Sector’s Network was a membership network which enabled voluntary, community and faith sector groups to take a full and active part in decision making for Wirral.

The Network has recently amended its structure to ensure that the third sector can engage at a strategic level and influence local decisions. Whilst reviewing the model a new name was proposed to reflect this new approach, Wirral 3rd Sector Assembly.

The Wirral 3rd Sector Assembly has elected delegates who play an integral part at Wirral Local Strategic Partnership. The LSP has delegates from the Public and Private sector as well as the voluntary and community sector and is a true example of partnership working to make Wirral a better place to live and work.
The 3rd Sector Assembly will have 12 sub-groups, 6 Community Sector and 6 Voluntary Sector, and the Wirral Link Forum is the Children and Young People sub-group.
