	Summary of the Meeting Contents

The Census LA Regional Stakeholder Manager requests that we try to encourage people to complete their census forms next year. They are to be completed on 27th March 2011, and there is a £1,000 fine for people who don’t. The 16-30yrs age group were the main age range of those who did not complete the 2001 Census. Also important to emphasise that Wirral lost out on quite a few government grants because of the last census results which didn’t give a true reflection of our community partly due to the number of people who did not complete them.
The new strategy will be launched on the 8/9/10 and then a 3 year plan will be drawn up. Issue was raised that there needs to be more emphasis on road safety.

It was agreed that the involvement of the 3rd sector is crucial for this; and that the main priority for the council is consultation and involvement. It was suggested that now that there is a new government there is a need to look to see if there are new priorities.

There are 4 strands to this, with one being Procurement and Commissioning. This is led by WMBC and the NHS. Discussion around financial cuts and the need to look at alternative ways of working highlighted the importance of the voluntary sector, both with the volunteering options available and the cost effective services they can offer.
